Interventions of Chamber of Commerce during the previous period:

1. Establishing and operating the help desk:
With funding from UNDP, Gaza Chamber of Commerce has established, equipped
and operated the temporary help desk in the Middle Governorate since 01/06/2024,
in order to continue providing various services to its affiliated merchants, and to
other chambers of commerce in Gaza Strip. Through this help desk, the following
interventions was done:

Continue to provide routine services to members of the General Assembly
such as: (issuing certificates of proof of profession - certificates for whom
it may concern) to submit to banks and foreign embassies and issuing
passports.

estimating of the damaged economic facilities by launching electronic links
to collect all possible information about these facilities, the damage of
which will be accurately assessed during the next stage in preparation for
the rehabilitation and recovery period.

Holding coordination meetings with representatives of many commercial
sectors such as (importers of vegetables and fruits - importers of frozen meat
- commercial transportation sector - oil and gas stations).

Holding coordination meetings with many humanitarian organizations such
as (OCHA - WFP - Oxfam - World Bank - UNDP - PNGO - ...) to
coordinate between them and the private sector on the subject of importing
commaodities, and supporting the private sector.

Participating in preparing reports and workshops with humanitarian
organizations such as Gaza Insight report, and others.

Preparing many proposals to support affected economic facilities and
seeking funding for these proposals.

Communicating with members of the General Assembly and updating their
data to know their places of displacement and determine their needs.
Communicating with humanitarian organizations to provide possible
assistance to members of the General Assembly according to needs.

2. Lobbying and advocacy:
enable fortnightly meeting with the office of Quartet to plan and advocate for:

ABCD (Assisted Basic Commodities Distribution) mechanism.

Improving the status of the crossings in terms of the number of trucks and
the type of commodities entering Gaza Strip.

Determining the priorities of the commodities that Gaza Strip needs in order
to allow them to enter through the crossings.

Increasing the number of merchants who can import goods from outside
Gaza Strip.

Eliminating the phenomenon of the huge sums of money that merchants pay
to obtain coordination to bring in goods.



— Improving the mechanisms for protecting trucks entering through the
Ccrossings.

— Improving the condition of the roads that trucks take until they reach the
warehouses of merchants and humanitarian organizations.

E-Payment campaign:

Launching a national campaign to encourage people to use electronic payment
methods, funded by UNDP and in cooperation with the Palestine Monetary
Authority, in order to overcome the liquidity crisis that Gaza Strip is suffering from.
The campaign included several activities through audio media and social
networking platform, and achieved great success, which is clearly evident through
the continuous increase in the use of electronic payment in various commercial
transactions.
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4. Legal Clinic:

Launching the “Emergency Digital Legal Clinic” through Monshati platform which
Belongs to the Palestine Monetary Authority, and in partnership with UNDP, the
project aims to provide the necessary legal support to small, medium and emerging
companies in Gaza Strip, which were directly affected by the war. The Digital Legal
Clinic seeks to provide accessible and effective legal services using digital
technology, ensuring ease of access and communication, and addressing issues such
as compensation rights, financial obligations, and documentation of legal papers.




Starting the digital transformation in the Chamber of Commerce services:
Work is currently underway to put the final touches on launching the digital
platform to provide the Chamber of Commerce services, which includes the
following:

Activating the Chamber's website.

Operating the internal membership program and linking it to the website.
Activating the electronic financial system and linking it to the website.
Launching and activating the electronic application on smartphones.
Activating electronic payment methods for the Chamber's services.

Planned interventions in the coming days:

In cooperation with UNDP, working on a project of rehabilitation and re-
operation poultry hatcheries in Gaza Strip, in order to contribute achieving
food security by providing broiler chickens locally.

In cooperation with UNDP, working on a project of establishing a
temporary commercial market in both the north and south of Gaza Strip, to
facilitate the flow of goods to people.

In cooperation with WFP, working on a project of establishing and
operating a central wholesaler center in Gaza City.
